Participants should be registered 
members of an organization (member of WAGGGS or WOSM).

Cost: CHF 799 per person  
 
What is Rover Week? Rover Week is a 9 day event intended to offer Rangers and Rovers the 
opportunity to reach their fullest potential through adventure, fun and service. You will have 
the opportunity to spend a week with Rangers and Rovers from different countries around the 
world, try new activities and experience the snowy winter paradise in Our Chalet.  
 
You will get to try snow shoeing, winter hiking and cross country skiing. You will also have the 
opportunity to learn and practice your downhill skiing. The week is physically challenging so 
make sure you are ready for all the action you will encounter! 
 
Rover week will work under a patrol system. Within this context Rangers and Rovers will be 
divided into patrols they will take part in patrol duties in Our Chalet during the event.  
 
Package Inclusions: Rover week cost of CHF 799 per person includes accommodation, all 
meals during the event and all activities indicated on the Rover Week Programme.  
 
Rovers purchasing this package will be buying the package as a whole and accommodation will 
be allocated by Our Chalet. All you need to pay for is your travel to Our Chalet, sufficient 
insurance and visas (if required). Ski, snowboard and cross country skiing equipment rental is 
optional and not included in the price. Financial assistance may be available through the 
application to the World centre manager.

Insurance: You are required to provide your own travel insurance which includes ambulance 
cover and all winter-related activities listed in this brochure. 
 
Travelling to Our Chalet: All participants will need to travel to Our Chalet at their own 
expense. You can fly to Zurich, Geneva, Basel or Bern. From there, Our Chalet is easily 
accessible by train. From all airports your journey will take between two and three hours to 
get to Frutigen train station, where you connect with the big red AFA bus (#32) to Adelboden 
Oey. From Adelboden Oey it is a 20 minute walk up the hill and you are here – just follow the 
signs!  Have a look at www.sbb.ch/en for timetabling and pricing information. Please notify us 
48 hours in advance of your arrival time.
